It began with a front-page advertisement in the
September 10, 1887 edition of a Halifax
newspaper.   “The Conservatory of
Music…opens September 15th, 9am.”  And so
began what is now the largest, oldest and most
venerable organization for education in the
performing arts east of Montreal, described in
1903 by the local media as providing musical
education “unsurpassed in the Dominion.”

Bolstered by initial affiliations with the Halifax Ladies College and Dalhousie
University and led by a series of highly trained musicians as Directors, the Conservatory
grew with the city of Halifax, becoming intertwined with the arts and culture scene
throughout the twentieth century.

Public performance has always played a key role in both the training of
the Conservatory’s students and in its contribution to the cultural scene in Atlantic
Canada.  The earliest record of public performance at the Conservatory dates back
to 1891 when the Dresden Trio (one member was the Conservatory’s Director)
performed in Halifax.  For 65 years after its inception, the Conservatory remained
the sole source of musical performance and instruction in the community.  Students
and faculty in opera, ballet, choral and orchestral groups provided much-loved
entertainment in Halifax.  In fact, the Halifax Conservatory Symphony is considered
to be the predecessor of the modern-day Symphony Nova Scotia.  This is largely
credited to one of the Conservatory’s longest-serving Directors, Ifan Williams, Senior.

Under the direction of Ifan Williams (son of the Conservatory’s earlier
Director) the Conservatory acquired its first permanent home, a heritage building in
the centre of peninsular Halifax, and also changed its name to The Maritime
Conservatory of Performing Arts to more clearly reflect mission and function.
               The first years of the new millennium are seeing a focus on the restoration
of this 1910 building to its original grandeur, providing a fitting home for the
Conservatory’s continued contribution to the arts and culture community of the
Maritimes. Fine studios are being created, dance facilities improved, and the finest
concert hall in the city – The Lilian Piercey Concert Hall has been created with
elevator access. Prior to the new fall term the main entrances will be restored, including
installation of a stained glass window, the design of which was chosen from submissions
by our students in a window design competition.
               The Maritime Conservatory of Performing Arts remains a non-profit
institution that continues to educate and entertain the community of the Halifax
Regional Municipality and beyond, providing instruction and guidance to rising stars
in performance, as well as those people of all ages who simply wish to enrich their
lives through studying the performing arts.

Creative Movement students require one class per week. This
class, for ages 3 to 5, introduces children to movement skills with
a classical treatment.  Students in this level do not take exams or
participate in end of year recital.  There will be an informal
presentation at the end of the year.

Beginner ballet classes are available for children, teen and adults.

Senior Ballet (ages 55+)

To help develop strength and versatility, all Ballet students are
encouraged to take Character, Modern Dance and Stage classes.

Cecchetti Ballet classes in Elementary & Intermediate levels are
available.

Children’s Jazz (Ages 6-8 years) and (Ages 8-11 years) These
classes of contemporary movement for children form a good basis
for hip-hop, tap, etc.

Jazz Technique: Level 1 and 2
Full warm-up and across floor syllabus.

Tap (Ages 7-9 years) and (Ages 10+ years)
Basic rhythms and technique are introduced in a fun and focused
setting.

Intermediate Tap (Ages 15 and up)

Senior Tap (Ages 55+) Lots of fun and geared to the mature body.

Modern (Ages 10+ Years)
Students will be introduced to the basic movement skills and a
repertoire of movement vocabulary.  Body, space, time, dynamics
and relationships in dance will be explored.

Modern and Composition
Emphasis on full, fun movement. We will explore lots of different
movement qualities, dance to different music styles and develop
our own creative flare.

Beginner/Elementary - The class time will be divided equally
between the basics of modern dance technique, including use of
weight (swinging), rolling and running and beginner composition
where students will work towards a group performance piece.
Prerequisite: previous dance training or good movement aptitude.

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Elementary/Intermediate - First hour of the class will focus on
developing more advanced modern technique skills with the last
1/2 hour dedicated to individual composition study.  In the later
part of the term 1/2 of the class time will be used for composition
to facilitate completion of small solos for performance.  Pre-
requisite: previous modern training or solid dance background
and readiness for new movement exploration.

Pilates is a mind-body fitness technique that focuses on developing
the body’s support structure: abdominals and muscles surrounding
the spine.  It uses a series of controlled movements that develop
strong, flexible muscles without building bulk.  Sessions begin
with gentle relaxation exercises, then coordinated and more
advanced movements are introduced in stages.

National Character: Eastern European folk dance classes are
offered for children ages 6 and older.  The traditions of the Eastern
European folk dance are approached with a theatrical slant through
choreography and presentation.  Adult classes are also offered at
beginner or more advanced levels. Students learn choreography
and style in weekly classes.

Souvenir: A folk ensemble under the direction of Elena
Labartkava.  Presenting the dances of Eastern Europe. This troupe
has performed to rave reviews for its energy and polished
presentation throughout Nova Scotia. Advanced students may
take this performance class.

National Folk Dance (ISTD) Based on the Imperial Society of
Teachers’ of Dance curriculum, classes are offered in folk dances
from the British Isles and Europe. Adult levels offered.

Students working toward an examination as specified in the Royal
Academy of Dancing Syllabus must take the following number of
classes:

Pre-Primary and Primary students require one class per week,
plus an additional 10 examination preparatory classes.

Grades I to IV students require a minimum of two ballet classes
per week.  A Character dance class is strongly recommended.

Grades VI to Intermediate Foundation students require a minimum
of three ballet classes per week.  A character dance and a Modern
or Jazz dance class are strongly recommended.

Intermediate and Advanced 1 & 2 students require four Ballet
classes per week.  A Character dance and a Modern or Jazz dance
class are strongly recommended.

Senior Repertoire Intermediate + Level required.  Work on both
established classical repertoire and original pieces for performance.

• Exam coaching classes are recommended.
• Daily ballet classes are necessary for students aspiring to a

professional level.  See professional program.
• Pointe is possible for students of Grade 4 level and higher in

separate classes.
• Final decisions regarding entrance into the examination rests

with the teacher.

Many levels require 2 or more years to prepare.

Conservatory Ballet Ensemble Pre-professional Performance
ensemble established to provide an opportunity for young dancers
age 15 and up to present classically based repertoire.  As well as
learning traditional repertoire, exciting choreographers are invited
to set original pieces.

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This well-rounded program encourages young students to develop
their greatest potential in dance using classical ballet as a
foundation.  Entrance into this program is by audition only.

• Required Curriculum:
- 2 ballet classes weekly
- 1 character class weekly
- 1 jazz or modern class weekly
• To receive the junior diploma, students must pass:
- Grade IV Royal Academy of Dance exam.

A written theory exam including ballet terminology,
history and basic understanding of body mechanics
as applied to dance.

This program uses a wide array of separate classes to develop
the students’ potential using classical ballet as a foundation.
Entrance into this program is by audition only.

• Required Curriculum:
- 3 ballet classes
- 1 classical repertoire class
- 1 character class
- 1 modern, jazz, or composition class

• To receive the senior diploma, students must:
- Pass a Level II Theory Exam including terminology,

history and anatomy.
- Perform, in recital, a recognized piece of classical

repertoire at an accepted level.
- Elementary R.A.D or equivalent exam.
- Students in the professional program will be

eligible for this diploma.

This program is open to students 10 years and older, by audition
only.  Students will be accepted on suitability to full time dance
training geared towards a professional career in dance.  The focus
will be on ballet but may include some or all of the following:
conditioning, modern, character, jazz, composition, repertoire,
history, and music, dependant on the program determined and
level of study.

All students must be prepared to take daily classes Monday-
Friday with extra classes, master classes, and rehearsal on the
weekends.  The individual schedules will be set by the Head of
the School of Dance in consultation with the parent and/or student.

JUNIOR

PROGRAM

Tuition for this program is $4,000 for Canadian students, $6,000
for International students, per Academic year, plus registration.
This is a subsidized rate for talented students prepared to make a
substantial commitment to their training.  Students in this program
are also eligible for the Junior and Senior diplomas.

There is also a Performing Arts High School Collaboration.  The
purpose of this program is to target those students with a foundation
in their respective disciplines who plan careers related to the
performing arts.  Admitted by audition and recommendation, these
students study their academic subjects and their performing arts
subjects as part of their school days.  Dance students interested in
the Professional Program from Grade 7-12 may be interested in
combining their academic and dance program through this avenue.
